Call to Order: Chairman Burke called meeting to order at approximately 2:00 pm
Welcome and Introductions: conducted by Chairman Burke
Regional Water Planning — Thoughts on Ten Successful Years:

Kevin Ward, Executive Administrator of the Texas Water Development Board, made a presentation
to the Lower Colorado Regional Water Planning Group (LCRWPG) and congratulated the group on
ten successful years of regional water planning.

Barbara Johnson asked Mr. Ward about what legislative issues he sees on the horizon. Mr. Ward
noted a number of the many anticipated issues areas, including:
o Groundwater models for Groundwater Management Areas (GMA) and other uses
Property owners rights
Funding issues for a wide-variety of needs
Water planning
Interim charges:
o Desired Future Conditions (DFC) process
o SB 3 - implementation on environment flows issues

Haskell Simon expressed appreciation for the high quality staff support provided by David Meesey,
which has contributed to the success of the group and the regional water planning efforts completed
over the ten-years since the planning group was first formed in 1998.

Discuss and take action on Region K’s Resolution of Appreciation, Recognizing the Extraordinary
Contributions to the Region K Planning Efforts by the Aqua Water Supply Corporation, the City of
Austin, and the Lower Colorado River Authority.

Haskell Simon presented the resolution for the planning group’s consideration.

Motion to approve a Resolution of Appreciation, Recognizing the Extraordinary Contributions to
the Region K Planning Efforts by the Aqua Water Supply Corporation, the City of Austin, and the
Lower Colorado River Authority was seconded and approved.

Presentation of Awards:

In celebration of the Lower Colorado Regional Water Planning Group’s ten-year anniversary, John
Burke presented Certificate of Service awards for current and past members of the Lower Colorado
Regional Water Planning Group in recognition of dedicated service. Full ten-year members
received plaques, including: Jim Barho, John Burke, Haskell Simon, Paul Tybor, David Bradsby,
and David Meesey. A significant number of former members or their representatives were in

attendance.

Attendance Report: Teresa Lutes asked that LCRWPG members review the attendance report and
make Secretary aware of any corrections.

a) Approval of Minutes for the January 9, 2008 meeting:

Motion to approve with minor typographical-type corrections from David Meesey was seconded
and passed.

b) Financial / Budget Report: Financial report was provided by LCRA.
Committee Reports:
e Water Modeling Committee:
James Kowis reported that the committee met on March 17, 2008 to discuss various
modeling assumptions. A matrix of pertinent information will be distributed in the near
future. Also, the LCRWPG’s request to use the “Region K WAM Run 3 cutoff model” for

the current phase of regional water planning (2011 plan development) was approved by the
Texas Water Development Board.
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¢ Scoping Committee

Jim Barho reported that the committee has been involved in the development of the scope of
work and that the committee should be able to provide further input as needed to meet the
submittal to TWDB deadlines (see Agenda Item #10 below).

9) Consultant Status Report
TCB made a presentation on a number of task items - handout provided:

Study 1:
TCB’s revised surface water availability modeling results were presented including results of a
revised storage analysis and shortage/surplus results for various use categories.

Study 2:

TCB presented preliminary results from an analysis of environmental impact of the water
management strategies from the 2006 plan. This work is still in progress and will be presented in
more detail at a future meeting.

Study 3:
Results from TCB’s evaluation of high growth areas (northern Hays Co. and Southern Travis Co.,
SH 130 corridor, etc.) were presented including an updated water shortage analysis.

David Meesey indicated that the need to update population projections for WUGSs in the SH 130
Corridor during the next planning cycle is not inconsistent with what the TWDB would be expect as
the water plans and projections are refined over time. TWDB recognizes that some areas may grow
faster than indicated by previous projections and the TWDB is generally amenable to making
adjustments where there is data to support the request.

TCB is targeting final report submittal to TWDB in December 2008.
10) Draft Scope of Work for Region K 2011 Plan:
TCB made a presentation on the draft scope of work for the Region K 2011 regional water plan.

It was noted that the grant process requires identification of the funding needs for each biennium
involved in the regional planning cycle — therefore, some task items may need to have split funding
identified if work on the task item straddles a biennium funding cycle.

A Public Hearing for Lower Colorado Regional Water Planning Group (LCRWPG - Region K)
Scope of Work for Region K 2011 Regional Water Plan will be held on May 19, 2008 at 10:00 am
at Aqua Water Supply Corporation offices in Bastrop, Texas. A brief presentation on the scope of
work will be made by TCB.

A Scoping Committee meeting will be set to be held on immediately upon adjournment of the May
19, 2008 Public Hearing to make recommendations on how to address any public comments and
further comments received.
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The LCRWPG will consider approval of the final grant application packet including the Scope of
Work at its June 4, 2008 regular meeting for submittal before the June 13, 2008 Texas Water
Development Board submittal deadline.

Motion was made to enable the LCRWPG Executive Committee to approve the final grant
application packet including the Scope of Work for submittal to the Texas Water Development
Board by June 13, 2008, should the Lower Colorado Regional Water Planning Group (Region K)
lack a quorum at the scheduled June 4, 2008 meeting. Motion was seconded and passed.

Laura Marbury announced that the Texas Office of the Environmental Defense Fund is
hosting a conference entitled “From Policy to Reality - Advanced Urban Water conservation
in Texas” on April 18, 2008 at the Lady Bird Johnson Wildflower Center. The cost is $35.
