Call to Order: Chairman Burke called meeting to order at approximately 10:00 am

Welcome and Introductions: conducted by Chairman Burke

Attendance Report: Secretary Teresa Lutes noted that attendance requirements had been met for
prior 12 month period. It was asked that LCRWPG members review the attendance report and make
Secretary aware of any corrections.

Consent Agenda:
a) Approval of Minutes for the January 14, 2009 meeting: Motion to approve minutes with minor
edits and a correction to add Karen Haschke to the visitors listing was seconded and passed.
(Item was considered after the lunch break to allow members time to review the minutes,
which were handed out at the meeting.)
b) Financial / Budget Report: James Kowis presented updated financial report materials.

¢) Public Comments Meeting and Submittal of Task 1 and 3 Draft Final Reports to TWDB: this item
was listed on the agenda in error — the item has handled last meeting as posted.

There were no committee reports at this time. Karen Haschke noted that there is a League of
Women Voters meeting upcoming on March 18™ at LCRA to discuss water and wastewater
infrastructure system determination — flyer was provided. Also, Jim Barho noted that there
is an upcoming public meeting on March 19" at LCRA on the proposed population
projections and water demands for the Region K 2011 plan.

Discuss and Take Action on Initially Prepared Region K Population and Water Demand Projections from
the Population and Water Demand Committee:

James Kowis, Population and Water Demand Committee Chair, thanked the committee members
and AECOM staff for their efforts and resources in preparing the draft Initially Prepared Region K
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Population and Water Demand Projections for the planning group’s consideration for posting and
circulation for public comment. James presented the detailed background and population and water demand
projection information. The presentation of information included the process steps the consultant and
committee followed in preparing the projection information.

It was noted that the “build-out” steam-electric demand figure for Navasota Energy in the table should be
4,000 AF/yr, annualized demand, in accordance with the facility’s permit (not 5,000 AF/yr).

Finley deGraffenried asked about the 15,000 AF/yr steam-electric demand figure for Llano County
and James Kowis explained that this represents the full contracted amount for the Ferguson power
facility, which is planned to be used in the future, at that location or in another location in the area.

It was noted that there have been issues with the Bureau of Economic Geology report on projected
electric generation-related water needs across the state. There has been an overall reluctance to
share proprietary information on projected needs, given the competitive market. James Kowis
reported that LCRA had received a number of inquiries about water supply availability in the basin
to support possible future power generation facilities. However, only one of those entities, the
White Stallion project, has submitted an application for water supply. It was discussed that LCRA
is now looking at including channel losses in the amount needed to be contracted for.

Finley deGraffenried asked about the return flows from power generation facilities. It was noted
that generally the amounts contracted for are not fully consumptive. There is an amount of “blow-
down” water which is typically returned to a cooling lake for a plant, which can be recycled to
some extent. Haskell Simon noted that the region may need to anticipate additional power
generation related water needs in the lower basin in particular since the location is near major state
markets.

The group discussed that it will plan to track future technological changes that may impact water
needs for power generation. However, David Meesey noted that there is usually a trade-off
between energy and water. James Kowis noted that there are power grid and storage of electricity
issues that may impact future steam-electric-related water demands for future regional water plans.
It was recommended by James Kowis that the Wharton County steam-electric figures be approved
as presented as initially prepared projections and that the figure can be refined in the comment
period if the groundwater district or others have additional information on the projected needs.

James Kowis presented the county-level population and water demand projections municipal needs.
According to the Committee’s review of data, Llano, Bastrop, Burnet, and Travis counties showed
particularly large amounts of growth, other areas also showed signs of larger than previously expected
growth. Jim Barho noted that each county was reviewed individually and adjustments were made based on
local input and review of LCRA and State Data Center data.

The Executive Committee approved the posting of the figures on the Region K web-site. Now the
Population and Water Demand Committees is presenting for the Lower Colorado Regional Water Planning
Group’s approval the Initially Prepared Region K Population and Water Demand Projections for
distribution to the designated Water User Groups (WUGs) in Region K and to make them available for
public and planning group member comments.

There is a planned Public Hearing on March 19, 2009 at 10:00 am in LCRA’s Board Room in Austin to be

followed by an April 2, 2009 deadline for public comment. If approved, the plan will be to mail the
approved initially prepared projections to the WUGs for review and comment as soon as possible.

Then the comments can be addressed with the goal of presenting a revised set of projections based on input
received for Lower Colorado Regional Water Planning Group final approval at the April 8, 2009 meeting in
Burnet for submission to the Texas Water Development Board (TDWB).

David Meesey noted that the figures can be submitted to the TWDB upon initial approval by Region K so
that the Board staff can start their review as well to provide initial feedback to Region K.

Jennifer Walker asked if the gallons per capita per day (gpcd) figures are reasonable. It was discussed that
they should be acceptable for this planning round knowing that overall, the figures will hopefully be
trending down due to conservation in many WUGs and that the TWDB will be planning to update the per
cap figures for the next planning round. Jennifer also noted that San Leanna is a new WUG in Travis
County this planning round and that this entity is currently served by groundwater.

James Kowis asked for input and comments on the projection figures to be directed to the Population and
Water Demand Committee.

Jim Barho made the motion to approve the use of the Initially Prepared Region K Population and Water
Demand Projections for public comment and to submit the projections to the TWDB for review. Motion
was seconded and approved unanimously.

Jim Barho made the motion to allow the Population and Water Demand Committee to hold the public
meeting on March 19, 2009 to receive comments on the Initially Prepared Region K Population and Water
Demand Projections. Motion was seconded and approved unanimously.

Consultant Status Report

Jaime Burke (AECOM) reviewed the Consultant report handout provided. AECOM noted that the
Population and Water Demand Committee with consultant support met four times in five weeks to
develop the initially prepared population and water demand figures. AECOM expressed
appreciation for the concentrated effort which allowed the tasks to stay on schedule.

It was noted by David Meesey that the comment letter on the Phase 1 reports should soon be
available for Region K. It is anticipated that the nature of the comments will be fairly minor in
scale.

The consultant expressed that the Lower Colorado Regional Water Planning Group needs to hold a
public meeting on the process of identifying water management strategies. This will be planned
for the June meeting date in Wharton. The consultant will plan to meet with the Environmental
Flow and Modeling Committees to develop process steps. A joint committee meeting is planned
for April 1, 2009 at Aqua in Bastrop at 10:00 am. The next regular meeting is planned for April 8,
2009 in Burnet at the Civic Center. AECOM reported being on schedule.

James Kowis will plan to send a notice to set a Population and Water Demand Committee meeting
between April 2 and April 8 to discuss how to address public comments on the projections.

Presentation and discussion on City of Austin water loss and leak reduction efforts

Teresa Lutes with the City of Austin made a presentation on Austin’s water loss and leak reduction efforts.
The City of Austin is in the process of wrapping up its 2007 water loss accounting project. Austin is
focusing efforts on water leak reduction including establishment of a major water distribution system main
replacement program targeting older 6-inch and smaller diameter cast iron mains. These are the mains
which account for the vast majority of the main breaks in the Austin system. There are approximately 900
miles of deteriorated main targeted for replacement (out of the overall 3,600 miles of main in the Austin
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
