Dear John:

I wanted to get some thoughts off my chest that I have been thinking about since the last meeting. | hope
that you will bear with me and take what | have to say as well-meant suggestions of an ex-member who
still has the best interests of the LCRWPG in mind.

You mentioned that you were impressed with the quality of the applicants for group openings this time. [
certainly agree. However, at least two of the outgoing members were also accomplished individuals,
smart and with strong interest in the lakes, and I refer to Deeds and Waters. So far as I could tell, neither
man ever got his teeth into the water planning process. I talked to Del Waters at the boat show the
following day, and he said that he was not proud of the job he did as a member. I suspect that Deeds may
feel the same way.

My question, and without trying to blame anyone, is whether they could have been better integrated into
the group as more involved and productive members. The question, of course, bears on how the latest
group of new members will perform.

When [ visit a meeting recently, it scems that there are two groups meeting together in the same room —
one group of participants and a second group of the others. While that description oversimplifies, | see
about eight members (P’s) carrying on a dialog with the consultant or among themselves, and the others
(O’s) sitting there silent. I get the feeling that the O’s don’t really know what is going on and that the
conversation is largely over their heads.

When we began in 1997, everyone was at about the same place on the regional water planning learning
curve, although members like you, Quentin, Teresa and the other water professionals had a head start.
Now, there seems to be a wide gap between the original members and most of the others.

The Water Planning 101 course was very helpful and I am glad that you plan to do it again. Next time,
suggest that you consider producing a ring binder with not only paper copies of the PowerPoint slides, but
the texts of the presentations as well. That, plus a DVD with video would provide a textbook for new
members for years to come. LCRA has a big audiovisual group that might offer to video the course. The
notebook ought to contain a list of acronyms.

Such a course could also be used as a PR device for city councils, chambers of commerce, etc. When |
was trying to get support for Doug Powell, I was shocked to learn that neither the board president nor the
chair of the governmental affairs committee of the Lake Travis Chamber had ever heard of regional water
planning,.

Some other suggestions for better integration of the “O’s.” Committee membership is left up to each
member. Perhaps new members could be encouraged (mandated?) to be active members of at least one
committee. Then the committee chair becomes the one who is trying to get the O’s involved in the
committee work.



The P’s sit together as a group at the meetings. That does not promote participation by the O’s nor does it
allow the P’s to explain something about the agenda items to an O in the next seat. Nobody used a
microphone at the last meeting that I noticed. The audience and probably the O’s at the end of the table
missed a lot of the discussion at the P’s end of the table.

An old teaching technique is for the teacher to call on non-participating students at random for comments,
or opinions, or to answer a question. When called on and you are embarrassed by not having been paying
attention, or not understanding the subject matter, you have a tendency to pay better attention and ask
more questions in the future.

John, the three new members look really strong to me. | know Powell pretty well and 1 know he will be a
strong member if he gets involved and up to speed on the process. I will look forward to another 101. Let
me know if I can help.
